At the end of the CREDO conference that I attended last fall,
participants were required to craft a covenantal action plan. The
CREDO contract was talked about in each session through the
week, and I kept asking faculty members why we had to wait until
we received final instructions to write our plans. After we received
the promised assignment sheet, we were told to pray, meditate and
slowly and organically write our CREDO covenants. Finally unleashed
with a tangible assignment, I combined my reportorial doggedness
with my student’s zeal (you know, the sort who works on an assignment way before
the deadline, rather than wait until the last minute). I stayed up all night so that I
was the first student to hand in the paperwork the next morning. A faculty member
told me with a smile: “You’re the sort of person who drives us crazy. If you had
your way, you'd get the assignment the first day, finish it, and then pepper us with
questions: ‘What else am I supposed to be doing?””

All of that is to say that one of my accomplishments during the past two
weeks of surgical recuperation, working part-time, I was able to craft and map out a
preaching plan through the rest of the church year, which ends in November. A
great privilege of this body of Christ is the opportunity to think through where I
believe God is calling me to preach, compared with the seat-of-the-pants (lack of)
planning that always made me antsy at the church in Oklahoma. (Now, if I can just
remember why I chose each individual sermon title!)

I mentioned to some of you a plan to preach through Romans in 2012. As a
result of my surgery, that challenge will have to wait another year. Still, 'm excited
by upcoming planned series this summer focusing on King David, the Psalms (in a
repeat from last year) and on the subject of feasting, truly enjoying God’s bounty
instead of merely eating for survival. In addition, you’ll hear some gifted preaching
from Ruth Cooper and Doug Devor on occasion — and perhaps a few surprises, tool
Here’s to fruitful and mindful proclamation in 2012l

Also, my deepest thanks again to all of you for your prayers, cards and
other gestures during my surgery and recovery. I was overwhelmed by the sheer
volume of the love demonstrated by everyone who is a part of this remarkable body
of Christ. God is good, and I am so blessed! My recovery is proceeding apace, and
I’'m clearly on the mend. The doctor tells me, too, that the pathology report found
no additional evidence of cancer. Thanks be to God!
